•	 If any clothing catches on fire 
STOP, COVER, DROP and 
ROLL:

•	 Stop to prevent the flames 
getting bigger.

•	 Cover your face to protect 
your eyes, mouth and nose.

•	 Drop to the ground and roll 
the flames out.

•	 When your little ones are older, 
show them how to stop, cover, 
drop and roll.

•	 If the room fills with smoke, 
get down low and go, go, go!

•	 It is important to have a home 
fire escape plan that you 
practice regularly with your 
little ones.
